1A) 10:22 Let us DRAW NEAR with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our 

hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water;  

1B.1) 10:23A Let us HOLD FAST THE PROFESSION OF OUR FAITH 
WITHOUT WAVERING;  

For He is faithful ; 1B.2) 10:23B WHO PROMISED

1C) 10:24-25 And let us CONSIDER ONE ANOTHER TO PROVOKE TO 
LOVE and to good works: 25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, 
as is the manner of some; but exhorting one another, and so much the more, as 
you see the day approaching; 

1D) 10:26A For if we sin willfully after WE HAVE RECEIVED THE 
KNOWLEDGE OF THE TRUTH;  

1E) 10:26B-27A There remains no more sacrifice for sins, 27 but a certain 

FEARFUL looking forward; 

1F) 10:27B To JUDGMENT; 

1G) 10:27C And FIERY INDIGNATION, which shall devour the 
adversaries; 

1H) 10:28 He who DESPISED MOSES’ LAW died without mercy 
under two or three witnesses; 

CENTRAL AXIS) 10:29A OF HOW MUCH WORSE 
PUNISHMENT, DO YOU SUPPOSE, SHALL HE BE 
THOUGHT WORTHY, WHO HAS TRAMPLED UNDER 
FOOT THE SON OF GOD, AND HAS COUNTED THE 
BLOOD OF THE COVENANT, WITH WHICH HE WAS 
SANCTIFIED, AN UNHOLY THING;  

2H) 10:29B And has DESPISED THE SPIRIT OF GRACE?  

2G) 10:30A For we know Him who has said, “VENGEANCE 
BELONGS TO ME, I will repay,” says the Lord; 

2F) 10:30B And again, “The Lord shall JUDGE His people;” 

2E) 10:31 It is a FEARFUL THING to fall into the hands of the living God; 

2D) 10:32-33 But call to remembrance the former days, in which, after YOU 
WERE ENLIGHTENED, you endured a great struggle with afflictions; 
33 partly, while you were made a laughingstock both by reproaches and 
afflictions; and partly, when you became companions of those who were so 
used;  



2C) 10:34 For YOU HAD COMPASSION for me in my bonds, and joyfully 
endured the plundering of your goods, knowing that you have in heaven a better 
and an enduring possession for yourself;  

2B.1) 10:35 THEREFORE DO NOT CAST AWAY YOUR CONFIDENCE, which 
has a great recompence of reward; 

For you have need of patience, so that, after you have done the will of 2b.2) 10:36-37 
God, . 37 For yet a little while, and He YOU MIGHT RECEIVE THE PROMISE
who shall come will come, and will not delay;  

2A) 10:38-39 If any man DRAW BACK; 

1a) 10:38a Now the just shall live by faith; 

1b) 10:38b But if any man draw back;

2b) 10:39a But we are not of those who draw back to destruction;
