1A) 1:13-16a Paul PERSECUTED the Church and tried to destroy it, but God called him
to preach;

1¢) 1:17b But | WENT TO ARABIA, and returned again to Damascus;

CENTRAL AXIS) 1:18-20 AFTER THREE YEARS | WENT TOJERUSALEM TO SEE PETERFOR 15
DAYS, AND SAW NO ONE ELSE BUTJAMES/ | AM NOT LYING;

2c) 1:21 Afterward | WENT INTO the regions of SYRIA AND CILICIA;

2B) 1:22 And | WAS UNKNOWN by face TO THE CHURCHES OF JUDEA which were in
Christ;

2A) 1:28-24 “He who formerly PERSECUTED us now preaches the faith which he
once tried to destroy.”

1¢) 2:1-21 God shows PERSONAL FAVORITISM to no man;

1A) 2:1-2a The GOSPEL PAUL PREACHED among the Gentiles;

18B) 2:2b He communicated PRIVATELY to those who were of reputation;

1c.1) 2:3, Titus, being a Greek, was NOT COMPELLED to be circumcised;

1c.2) 2:4-5 False brothers to whom we did not yield the TRUTH OF THE GOSPEL;

1D) 2:6a But from THOSE WHO SEEMED TO BE SOMETHING;

CENTRAL AXIS) 2:6b GOD SHOWS PERSONAL FAVORITISM TO NO MAN;

1B) 3:3 Are you so foolish? Having begun in THE SPIRIT, are you now made
perfect by the flesh?

CENTRAL AXIS) 3:4 HAVE YOU SUFFERED SO MANY THINGS IN VAIN? IF IT BE YETIN

2B) 3:5a He therefore that ministers to you THE SPIRIT, and works miracles
among you;

2A) 3:5b Does He do it BY THE WORKS OF THE LAW, OR BY THE HEARING OF FAITH?

1F) 3:6-22 TWO COVENANTS;

1A) 3:6-14 NO ONE IS JUSTIFIED BY THE LAW, for it is not of faith;
1A) 3:6-9 Abraham “believed God, and it was accounted to him
for righteousness” / Blessing of justification BY FAITH;
18B) 3:10a Those who seek justification by works of the Law are
under THE CURSE;

CENTRAL AXIS) 4:13b | PREACHED THE GOSPEL TO YOU AT THE FIRST;
2B) 4:14 And my TEMPTATION which was IN MY FLESH you
despised not, nor rejected; but received me as an angel
of God, even as Christ Jesus;
2A) 4:15 Where is then the blessedness you spoke of? For I bear

1A) 4:21-22 Do you not hear the Law? Abraham’s two sons, one of THE
BONDWOMAN, one of THE FREEWOMAN;

1B) 4:23 He who was of the bondwoman was BORN OF THE FLESH, and he of
the freewoman of the promise;

CENTRAL AXIS) 4:24-27 TWO COVENANTS: MOUNT SINAI/ HAGAR/ BONDAGE VS.
JERUSALEM ABOVE/ OUR MOTHER/ FREEDOM;

2B) 4:28-29 He who was BORN ACCORDING TO THE FLESH / he who was
born according to the Spirit;

2A) 4:30-31 What does the Scripture say? THE BONDWOMAN'S SON shall not
be the heir with THE FREEWOMAN'S SON;

CENTRAL AXIS) 6:13C IN YOUR FLESH;
